The farmers in the Cuban 
José Martí cooperative work 
together on the cultivation of a plot 
of land with some 100,000 citrus 
trees. The income from the sales of 
oranges is paid directly to the 
cooperative. José Martí intends to 
further develop the cooperative by 
planting young citrus trees and 
modernizing the irrigation system.
