Why Malaria for our Lenten Campaign?





Last year’s Lenten Campaign for water filters focussed on the life-giving qualities of water.  With the tragic events of 26th December 2004 we see how water can destroy life.  To date, the Tsunami has claimed a minimum of 250,000 lives.  Just imagine if the world was subjected to a Tsunami EVERY THREE MONTH’S of the year – that is how many people die each year as a result of Malaria.








Malaria – world facts – did you know ……………..





90% of all malaria cases world-wide are in sub-Saharan Africa.  Approximately 3,000 people die of malaria each day in this region.





The majority of deaths worldwide are children – children are dying at a rate of four a minute, 5,000 a day, 35,000 a week





The number of people dying from malaria is now higher than it was 30 years ago





Malaria causes almost as many deaths in a year as has AIDS in the last 15 years.


THERE IS NO VACCINE





Malaria in Kenya


77% of the population of Kenya is at risk from Malaria


The average cost of treatment per dose is from US $ 0.08 to US $10.00 depending on the drug


There are an estimated 8.2 million cases of malaria every year in Kenya, for a total population of 30 million


Every year, malaria kills 26,000 children younger than five - 72 children a day





WHAT CAN WE DO?          Insecticide-treated mosquito nets protect people from being bitten and also kill the mosquitoes thereby breaking the vicious circle.  Use of these nets can reduce the incidence of Malaria  by 70%.  Every net can save a life
