Every net saves a life! The average cost of a net is € 9,50. The insecticide treated nets offer such a simple solution to a life-threatening problem. This year’s Lenten Campaign aims to raise money to buy as many mosquito nets possible to help the health care projects in the slums of Kisumi in Kenya. 
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Insecticide-treated nets





Mosquito nets provide much better protection if they are treated with a special insecticide. This insecticide is not harmful to people, but it kills or repels mosquitoes when they contact the insecticide. The repellent effect of the insecticide means that other people sleeping in the same room- though not using the net- will also benefit. It is similar to spraying the room every night!





A simple way of preventing Malaria:





Protection from biting mosquitoes is the first line of defence against malaria. 


A mosquito net is a simple and effective way to protect people from getting malaria. Mosquito nets do not kill mosquitoes, but while you are underneath them the mosquitoes cannot bite you. Malaria is particularly dangerous for those who have little immunity to the disease like young children and pregnant women. It is therefore very important that they use mosquito nets.





Lenten Campaign for Malaria





Malaria is a serious and often fatal disease claiming more than a million lives each year! Malaria is a leading cause of death and disease worldwide, especially in developing countries. The majority of deaths worldwide are children, at a rate of 5000 a day, 35,000 a week.





According to the World Health Organisation insecticide-treated nets have reduced the incidence of Malaria by up to 70%.
