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UPDATE FROM THE FINANCE TEAM

Please find on the next page, the finance report over the period January - July 2017.
A lot has happened in the first seven months of the year. A few items we would like to highlight are the
following:

1. The introduction of a pension plan for the Parish Office was implemented.

2. Substantial maintenance work was carried out on the exterior of the Church.

3. The reserved money from last year's Food Fair collections have been paid out to the various charities for a
total amount of € 40.000.

The decrease in income is a concern we would like to bring to your attention. Specifically, the Sunday
collections are roughly € 500 per week less than before and the automatic monthly donation program went down
roughly around € 2.000 per month, even though mass attendance and parish registrations have remained stable.

On a more positive note, the Kerkbalans 201 tampaign has been very successful. In the fall of this year, we will
start to carry out maintenance of the organ, which is made possible because of the Kerkbalans actiefor which
we are very thankful.
